Week 46 of 52 Hebrew Words Every Christian Should Know by Dave Ad-
amson: “Zakar” = remember. Since we finished our Torah series in the 
spring, it might be fresh in the minds of our congregation that 
“remember” was our one-word summary of the book of Deuteronomy. 
In the Old Testament, there is an implication that remembering involves 
more than just the mind because “zakar” seems to include an aspect of 
following with action. For example, God “remembered” Noah and res-
cued the inhabitants of the ark (Genesis 8:1); and God “remembered” 
Rachel and allowed her to conceive (Genesis 30:22).  Unlined and bolded text are links to internet resources, e.g., online Bible 

verses and other related media.
